Keep as the apple of your eye; hide him/her in the shadow of
your wings from the wicked who assail him/her, from mortal enemies who
surround him/her. (Psalm 17:8-9)

Hem in, behind and before; place your hand upon him/her so that
wherever he/she goes and whatever he/she does, he/she will be accompanied by
your presence. (Psalm 139:5-10)

Lord, you have summoned by name and he/she belongs to you.
When he/she passes through the waters, be with him/her; when he/she passes
through the rivers, do not let them sweep him/her away.
